Communion is not celebrated every = @;THIQ
Sunday in every congregation, but
weekly communion has been a part of
the history of Good Shepherd
Church. Several things are done
behind the scenes to make it possible
for this practice to continue. Wine
and grape juice are purchased and
kept in stock, and a group of faithful
volunteers provide bread. Another part of the communion
team is the group of individuals who serve on altar guild.
These volunteers come to church 15-30 minutes before
the service and get the bread, wine, and cups set up in the
sanctuary and narthex. The instructions are posted in the
sacristy, where most of the things that are needed are also
found. After the service, 15-20 minutes of time is needed
for clean up: hand washing plates, chalices and flagons
and use of the sanitizer in our kitchen for cleaning cups.
The volunteer takes home some linens to launder for a
future Sunday. When you volunteer, you will be covering
just one of the two Sunday services, another volunteer
will take care of the other. We are in great need of
volunteers to provide this simple but important service.
This is a wonderful way to minister to your fellow
members with a very small time investment. It is a myth
that “someone else will do it” — that someone is you!
