Work on specific parts of our LookOut 
2009 Strategic Plan has continued to 
progress during the summer.  Here are 
some brief highlights:  
Add Visual Aids to our Sanctuary ð 
this goal will be achieved prior to Fall, 
because (1) it is already funded, (2) 
we have purchased a quality, 
professional-grade, used projector 
that meets our needs, (3) church 

members are able to install it and (4) it will be an important 
element in new Wednesday evening midweek worship that is 
coming soon (and may also be used during Saturday and 
Sunday weekend services).  Look for these great 
enhancements to our Sanctuary and our worship experience 
in the near future. 

Institute òGreenó Shepherd Church ð the Green Team is selling re
-usable grocery bags, is providing Green Tips on a regular 
basis, and is actively working to help Good Shepherd to be 
environmentally conscious. 

Enhance Youth Ministry ð Our Youth Ministry has remained active 
this summer, with 7 youth attending the Mystery Mission Trip 
to Michigan in June, 9 youth attending the Camp Amnicon 
backpack trip in northern MN in July and 5 youth preparing 
to attend the ELCA Youth Conference in New Orleans in 
August.
