Letõs Get Ready for Celebration Weekend!  

Giving Changes Lives ð this is a simple statement that we often take for granted, 
yet it is an integral part of our faith.  This fall we will concentrate on the idea that 
Giving Changes Lives as our theme for teaching the biblical and spiritual principles 
of financial stewardship.  

Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective do 
not view the money Christians give to their church merely as a way to pay its bills. 
Rather, such congregations see financial contributions as a way to help people 
grow spiritually in their relationship with God by supporting their churchõs mission 
and ministry with a percentage of their incomes.   

Our approach is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver to give 
for his or her own spiritual development, rather than on the need of the church to 
receive.  We give because we are called to do so, and when we do, lives change 
in very real and tangible ways.  Throughout the month of November we will be 
hearing of ways our giving at GSC has had a direct impact on lives of 
congregation members and neighbors alike ð Giving Changes Lives! 

After all, we are not members of a social club who pay dues, we are followers of 
Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of discipleship. We encourage 
people to move toward proportionate and systematic giving in response to the 
question, òWhat percentage of my income is God calling me to give?ó
