Here in the United States we waste a lot of food. A
recent study of food waste in the USA estimated
that 1,400 calories of food per person are wasted
every day - 39% of the available food supply in our
country! Because growing and processing food uses
significant freshwater and energy resources, wasted
food means wasted resources. Use all your food!
Shift toward less waste: Buy proper portions, Store
food so it stays fresh. Most veggies keep longer in a
humid environment such as in a plastic bag or crisp
drawer in the refrigerator, Use recipes for tasty
leftover meals, Plan ahead: buy only what you need.
Cook a couple extra meals when you have time and
store them for later use, Share meals at restaurants
if portions are large. Or bring your own containers
to take leftovers home, Compost peels and wilted
leaves
