Capital/Debt Reduction Campaign Update 
Since voting to move forward with a debt reduction/capital campaign in May, a team has been 
working with the Stewardship Key Leader program to plan for this fall.  Good Shepherd will have a 
five week campaign beginning on September 12 and concluding on October 17 to address the long 
term financial needs of our congregation.  This fall will be an exciting time for Good Shepherd 
Church as we address some of our financial challenges even as we conduct our vibrant and active 
ministry and mission.

Back to School Tennis Shoe Drive - It is soon back-to-school time in 
Rochester and the Social Ministry team of Good Shepherd Church is 
mobilizing to help disadvantaged youth from our community. We are 
teaming with Lutheran Social Services to collect 75 pairs of new tennis shoes 
for students in Grades K-12. How can you help? 
ϊ Take a shoe tag from the display in the Narthex.  Tags are pink for girls and 

blue for boys, with size descriptions on back. 
ϊ Purchase the shoes.  Shoes must be new but need not be in a box; plastic 

bags will do.  Inexpensive shoes are fine as the kids usually outgrow 
them in a year. 

ϊ Drop off the new pair of shoes at GSC between August 1st & 8th.
